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Using English effectively when writing a séientificpaper
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This lecture will focus on the most important practical aspects of writing a research paper
in English. It will cover the central points regarding title, abstract, main text, conclusions,
and references. Within the section main text, the lecture will expand a bit on writing
style (e.g., from general to specific and from simplicity to complexity). Subsequently, it will
discuss when to best use present tense, past tense, and present perfect. The lecture will
also explain the difference between use and utilize, when to use which/that, and explore the
use of countable/uncountable nouns (e.g., technology vs. technologies, reactivity vs.
reactivities). Moreover, it will cover the most salient points regarding writing a cover
letter and a cover letter in response to reviewer requests.
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
